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Congregational Relations Program

The Congregational Relations Program
(CRP) serves both international students
and local churches. The CRP recruits 
religious leaders and social activists from
such places as Nigeria, Pakistan, Indone-
sia, Lebanon and Myanmar. Successful
applicants spend one year at the Seminary
on a full scholarship studying interfaith
dialogue and Christian-Muslim relations.
The program’s goal is to teach these stu-
dents how to live faithfully in the midst
of conflict while engaging in productive
interfaith dialogue. During their year at
the Hartford Seminary, students are
linked with a local congregation and
visit various Christian, Muslim and Jew-
ish communities, thereby being provided
with a “home” faith community and a
broad experience of American religious
practices.
